CHARGE L

On or about February 27, 2009, through September 27, 2009, while employed as a Registered Nurse
with North Baylor University Medical Center, Dallas, Texas, Respondent obtained Cymbalta,
Prevacid, Premarin, Metoprolol, Lorazepam, Toprol XL, Zolpidem Tartrate, and Temazepam from

Johannes Kuiper, M.D., and the Drug Enforcement Agency (DEA) number assigned to Dr. Kuiper,
as follows:

Respondent’s conduct was likely to deceive the pharmacy and possession of Cymbalta, Prevacid,
Premarin, Metoprolol, Lorazepam, Toprol XL, Zolpidem Tartrate, and Temazepam through use of
a forged prescription is prohibited by Chapters 481 & 483 of the Texas Health and Safety Code
(Controlled Substances Act & Dangerous Drugs Act).

The above action constitutes grounds for disciplinary action in accordance with Section
301.452(b)(10), Texas Occupations Code, and is a violation of 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE
§217.12(6)(A)&(H),(10)(B)&(E)&(11)(B).



CHARGE II1.

On or about November 15, 2010, Respondent entered a plea of Guilty to OBTAIN CONTROLLED
SUBSTANCE BY FRAUD: 3/4 TEMAZEPAM (a 3rd Degree Felony offense committed on October
1,2009), filed in the Criminal District Court #2 of Dallas County, Dallas, Texas, under Cause No.
F-09727681. As aresultof the guilty plea, the proceedings against Respondent were deferred without
entering an adjudication of guilt, and Respondent was placed on community supervision for a period
of four (4) years. Additionally, Respondent was ordered to pay a fine and court costs.

The above action constitutes grounds for disciplinary action in accordance with Section

301.452(b)(3)&(10), Texas Occupations Code, and is a violation of 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE
§217.12(10)(E)&(13).
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-NOTICE IS GIVEN that staff will present evidence in support of the recommended disposition of
up to revocation of Respondent’s license to practice nursing in the State of Texas pursuant to the
Board's rules, 22 TEX. ADMIN. CODE §§ 213.27 - 213.33. Additionally, staff will seek to impose on
Respondent the administrative costs of the proceeding pursuant to Section 301.461, Texas
Occupations Code. The cost of proceedings shall include, but is not limited to, the cost paid by the.
Board to the State Office of Administrative Hearings and the Office of the Attorney General or other
Board counsel for legal and investigative services, the cost of a court reporter and witnesses,
reproduction of records, Board staff time, travel, and expenses. These shall be in an amount of at
least one thousand two hundred dollars ($1,200.00).

NOTICE IS GIVEN that to the extent applicable, based on the Formal Charges, the Board will rely
on Adopted Disciplinary Guidelines for Criminal Conduct and on Adopted Disciplinary Sanction
Policies for Nurses with Substance Abuse, Misuse, Substance Dependency, or other Substance Use
Disorder, for Lying and Falsification, for Fraud, Theft & Deception, and for Sexual Misconduct,
which can be found at the Board's website, www.bon.state.tx.us.
